With the release of the new 
NMLS MSB Call Report, state regulators will soon have timely, comprehensive, and 
uniform information and reporting of an MSB’s financial condition, activities, and 
compliance with state requirements.

The TDB issued an Industry Notice to state-chartered banks regarding FinCEN’s 
“Geographic Targeting Order” that requires U.S. title insurance companies to identify the 
natural person behind shell companies that use “all cash” to pay for high-end residential 
real estate in six major metropolitan areas. This targeting order includes San Antonio, 
Bexar County, Texas. To better understand this vulnerability, FinCEN issued similar 
GTOs earlier this year covering transactions in Manhattan and Miami-Dade County, 
Florida.

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Arizona Man Sentenced 
In Real Estate Fraud Case

An Arizona man was sentenced to two years in federal prison for taking part in a real 
estate fraud scheme in which developers borrowed to build townhomes at Table Rock 
Lake. In addition, he was ordered to pay more than $14.2 million in restitution. 
 

James B. Clarkson, 45, Casa Grande, Ariz., pleaded guilty to one count of conspiracy to 
commit bank fraud. In his plea, he admitted that while he was working as a mortgage 
broker he entered into an agreement with co-defendants David Drake and Donald Snider 
to advertise and obtain investors for their Indian Ridge Project. Drake and Snider planned 
to construct townhomes near Table Rock Lake and sell them as vacation homes. Clarkson 
prepared loan applications for buyers in which he made false statements. He inflated 
borrowers’ income to make sure they qualified for loans. 
 

Drake and Snider obtained 51 construction loans for their project. The loan agreements 
required construction costs be paid before seeking reimbursement. Instead, Drake and 
Snider failed to do enough construction to justify the funding they received. Only 13 
homes were started and none of them were completed. Drake and Snider used the money 
from the loans for personal expenses and expenses related to other construction projects. 
Drake and Snider are awaiting sentencing.

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Shared National Credit 
Review Finds Risk 
Remains High, but 
Underwriting and Risk 
Management Improve

Credit risk in the Shared National Credit (SNC) portfolio remained elevated, but 
underwriting and risk management practices improved from prior assessments, 
according to a review of large shared and complex credits released by federal banking 
agencies. 

The SNC Program Review conducted by the FRB, FDIC, and OCC showed the level of 
adversely rated assets remained higher than in previous periods of economic expansion, 
raising the concern that future losses and problem loans could rise considerably in the 
next credit cycle. The elevated level of risk observed during the recent SNC examination 
stems from the high inherent risk in the leveraged loan portfolio and growing credit risk 
in the oil and gas portfolio. 

The 2016 SNC portfolio included 10,837 credit facilities to 6,676 borrowers, totaling 
$4.1trillion, up from $3.91 trillion in 2015. The percentages of non-pass commitments 
increased to 10.3 percent of the SNC portfolio in dollar terms from 9.5 percent a year 
ago. Classified commitments increased from 5.8 percent to 6.9 percent. Commitments 
rated special mention and worse increased from $372.6 billion in 2015 to $421.4 billion 
in 2016.

FDIC Seeks Comment on 
Bank Appeals Guidelines, 
Third Party Lending 
Guidance as Part of 
Package of Updated 
Policies and Procedures

July 29, 2016 

The FDIC is seeking comments on updates to its guidelines for institutions to appeal 
certain material supervisory determinations. Further, the FDIC is seeking comments on 
draft guidance regarding third-party lending.  

The proposed supervision appeals guidelines expand the circumstances under which banks 
may appeal a material supervisory determination. Comments on the supervision appeals 
guidelines will be accepted until 60 days after it is published in the Federal Register. 
 
The proposed third-party lending guidance outlines the risks that may be associated with 
third-party lending as well as the expectations for a risk-management program, 
supervisory considerations, and examination procedures related to third-party lending. 
Comments on the third-party lending guidance will be accepted until September 12, 2016. 
 
The two items are part of a package issued by the FDIC Board of Directors to improve 
the transparency and clarity of the FDIC's supervisory policies and practices, and to 
ensure that institutions have clear and fair avenues to pursue when there are differences 
of opinion regarding supervisory matters.

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Agencies Finalize Rule 
Exempting Certain 
Commercial and 
Financial End Users from 
Initial and Variation 
Margin Requirements

The FRB, OFF, FDIC, FHFA, and FCA announced a final rule exempting certain 
commercial and financial end users from margin requirements for certain swaps not 
cleared through a clearinghouse. The exemptions were first adopted by interim final rule 
published in the Federal Register in November 2015 with a request for public comment. 
The final rule discusses the comments received and adopts the earlier interim final rule 
as final without change. 

The final rule exempts from the Agencies' margin requirements the non-cleared swaps 
of commercial end users, small banks, savings associations, Farm Credit System 
institutions, and credit unions with $10 billion or less in total assets. Additionally, the 
non-cleared swaps of certain treasury affiliates, certain financial cooperatives, and 
captive finance companies also are exempted from the Agencies' margin requirements. 
In all cases, the non-cleared swaps must hedge or mitigate commercial risk of these 
counterparties and satisfy the rule's requirements for an exemption from mandatory 
clearing.

The FRB and the FDIC announced that 38 firms will be required to submit their next 
resolution plans by December 31, 2017. Previously, the firms were required to submit 
their next plans by December 31, 2016. These firms include 36 domestic bank holding 
companies and foreign banking organizations, as well as two nonbank financial 
companies designated by the Financial Stability Oversight Council (FSOC). Comerica 
Incorporated was included in this list.

The federal banking agencies provided information on how the financial institutions 
they regulate may begin to submit self-assessments of their diversity policies and 
practices as of year-end 2015, and issued Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs) about the 
process. 

Financial institutions are strongly encouraged to disclose on their websites their 
diversity policies and practices, as well as information related to their self-assessments, 
to maximize transparency, and to provide their policies, practices, and self-assessment 
information to their primary federal financial regulator. Additional information, with 
detailed submission instructions, will be provided at a later date directly to the 
institutions.

The FDIC is extending the comment period for proposed guidance on third-party 
lending. Comments on the proposed guidance, which was published on July 29, now 
must be received on or before October 27. The 45-day extension was made in response 
to requests from interested parties who asked for additional time to consider the 
proposal. 

The proposed third-party lending guidance sets forth safety and soundness and 
consumer compliance measures FDIC-supervised institutions should follow when 
lending through a business relationship with a third party. The proposed guidance is 
intended to supplement the FDIC's existing Guidance for Managing Third-Party Risk, 
which is applicable to any of an institution's third-party arrangements, including lending 
through a third party.

• Importance of a strong corporate governance program and the link between 
effective corporate governance and the ability of community banks to remain 
profitable, competitive, and resilient despite changing conditions; and 

• Key elements to consider in developing a strong corporate governance program – 
understanding the bank's risk profile; establishing an appropriate risk appetite; 
obtaining and retaining qualified management; creating a dynamic strategic plan; 
developing policies and monitoring implementation; and staying informed.

When O&G related borrowers 
experience financial difficulties, the FDIC encourages financial institutions to work 
constructively with borrowers to strengthen the credits and to mitigate losses where 
possible.

The FDIC is updating and reissuing FIL-13-2011, Reminder on FDIC Examination 
Findings, dated March 1, 2011, to re-emphasize the importance of open communications 
regarding supervisory findings. An open dialogue with bank management is critical to 
ensuring the supervisory process is effective in promoting an institution's strong financial 
condition and safe-and-sound operation. The FDIC encourages bank management to 
provide feedback on FDIC supervisory activities and engage FDIC personnel in 
discussions to ensure full understanding of the FDIC's supervisory findings and 
recommendations. If an institution disagrees with examination findings, it has several 
informal and formal avenues to raise its concerns.

The banking agencies are requesting comment on a proposed new streamlined and less 
burdensome version of the Call Report for eligible small institutions and proposed 
burden-reducing revisions to the other two versions of the Call Report. The proposal 
would define "eligible small institutions" as institutions with total assets less than $1 
billion and domestic offices only. The FFIEC has approved this proposal as part of its 
community bank Call Report burden-reduction initiative. The Call Report revisions are 
proposed to take effect March 31, 2017. Institutions are encouraged to comment on the 
proposal by October 14, 2016

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Federal Reserve Board 
Prohibits Former Foreign 
Exchange (FX) Trader 
From Participating in 
Banking Industry for His 
Manipulation of FX 
Pricing Benchmarks

The FRB is prohibiting a former foreign exchange (FX) trader from participating in the 
banking industry for his manipulation of FX pricing benchmarks.  

Matthew Gardiner, a former FX trader at Barclays PLC and at UBS AG, used electronic 
chat rooms to coordinate FX trading, facilitate manipulation of FX pricing benchmarks, 
disclose confidential customer information to traders at other organizations, and engage 
in other unsafe and unsound practices.  

The enforcement action against Gardiner follows the Board's May 2015 enforcement 
actions against both Barclays and UBS for unsafe and unsound practices related to their 
compliance and control failures concerning practices in the FX markets. Those actions 
required UBS and Barclays to collectively pay $684 million in penalties for control 
deficiencies related to FX trading.

Federal Reserve Board 
Announces Adoption of 
Changes to Part II of the 
Federal Reserve Policy 
on Payment System Risk

The FRB adopted changes to part II of the Federal Reserve Policy on Payment System 
Risk (PSR policy) to conform with enhancements to the Reserve Banks' same-day 
automated clearing house (ACH) service previously announced by the Board on 
September 23, 2015. The Board's PSR policy establishes the procedures, referred to as 
posting rules, for the settlement of credits and debits to institutions' FR accounts for 
different payment types. The PSR policy changes relate to the posting rules for forward 
and return same-day ACH transactions and will align the posting rules with changes that 
the Reserve Banks previously adopted, effective this September, to enhance the 
efficiency of the ACH network and the broader U.S. payment system.

The FRB permanently barred Thomas H. Huston and T. Mark Huston, former officers of 
Columbus Junction State Bank, Columbus Junction, Iowa, from the banking industry for 
engaging in improper financial activity and concealing or attempting to conceal that 
activity from state and federal bank examiners.  

Thomas Huston and his son, Mark Huston, authorized a series of loans to one another 
which cumulatively exceeded federal and state lending limits to bank officers, and then 
concealed or attempted to conceal some of those violations from state and federal 
banking examiners. The Hustons also attempted to conceal from bank examiners the 
status of certain borrowers' overdue loans, and loans to affiliated borrowers that exceeded 
legal lending limits.

Additionally, the Board announced that it is instituting enforcement 
proceedings against Joseph Jiampietro, a former managing director at Goldman Sachs, 
seeking to impose a fine and permanently bar him from the banking industry stemming 
from his and his subordinates' unauthorized use and disclosure of confidential 
supervisory information

The FRB’s July 2016 Senior Loan Officer Opinion Survey on Bank Lending Practices 
addresses changes in the standards and terms on, and demand for, bank loans to 
businesses and households over the past three months.  This summary discusses the 
responses from 71 domestic banks and 23 U.S. branches and agencies of foreign banks.  

Regarding loans to businesses, the July survey results indicated that, on balance, banks 
tightened their standards on C&I and CRE loans over the second quarter of 2016.  The 
survey results indicated that demand for C&I loans was little changed, while demand for 
CRE loans had strengthened during the second quarter on net.

FFIEC Invites Comment 
on Streamlined “Call 
Report” for Small 
Institutions

The federal banking agencies, as members of the FFIEC, are inviting public comment on 
a proposal for a new and streamlined “Call Report” for small financial institutions. The 
changes are intended to ease reporting requirements and reduce reporting burden for 
small financial institutions. 

Under the proposal from the FRB, the FDIC, and the OCC, financial institutions with 
domestic offices only and less than $1 billion in total assets would qualify for this new 
report. This represents approximately 90 percent of all institutions required to file Call 
Reports. 

The streamlined Call Report would reduce the existing Call Report from 85 to 61 pages 
resulting from the removal of approximately 950 or about 40 percent of the nearly 2,400 
data items in the Call Report. The proposed changes would eliminate certain data items 
and would reduce the reporting frequency of other data items. Additionally, for certain 
complex and specialized activities, the proposal would consolidate five schedules into a 
single new supplemental schedule. 

The agencies request comments on the proposed changes no later than 60 days after the 
date of their publication in the Federal Register.

FinCEN issued Geographic Targeting Orders (GTO) that will temporarily require U.S. 
title insurance companies to identify the natural persons behind shell companies used to 
pay “all cash” for high-end residential real estate in six major metropolitan areas. 
FinCEN remains concerned that all-cash purchases (i.e., those without bank financing) 
may be conducted by individuals attempting to hide their assets and identity by 
purchasing residential properties through limited liability companies or other opaque 
structures. To better understand this vulnerability, FinCEN issued similar GTOs earlier 
this year covering transactions in Manhattan and Miami-Dade County, Florida. 

The GTOs include the following major U.S. geographic areas: (1) all boroughs of New 
York City; (2) Miami-Dade County and the two counties immediately north (Broward 
and Palm Beach); (3) Los Angeles County, California; (4) three counties comprising part 
of the San Francisco area (San Francisco, San Mateo, and Santa Clara counties); (5) San 
Diego County, California; and (6) the county that includes San Antonio, Texas (Bexar 
County). The price threshold for Bexar County is $500,000. 

The GTO becomes effective for 180 days beginning on August 28, 2016.
